PERINATAL AND OBSTETRIC CO-OPERATIVE VENTURES

North West Perinatal Advisory Board

Member of the North West Perinatal Advisory Board to North West Perinatal

Survey since 1998.The formation of the North West Perinatal Advisory Board by 

Dr.Jean Sands, Director provided a focus for perinatal, audit and research.  Whilst 

writing the Chapter on Induction and Acceleration of Labour for the Annual Report 

1998-99, I had the opportunity of co-operating with the Perinatal Research Midwives 

from the North West Survey in August 1999 and we undertook an audit of all 

obstetric units in the North West Region relating to the facilities for cord gas analysis 

at delivery.  This was presented at the Annual Meeting.  This data was published in

the following years report (and presented at European Association of O&G [EAGO] 

in Basle) and was important in the regional context in improving facilities for infants 

at delivery.

North West Perinatal Group

Founder member of the North West Perinatal Group involving Paediatricians, Obstetricians and Senior Nurses.  Founded with Dr. Mike Robinson, Paediatrician from Hope Hospital, in 1994 which holds bi-annual meetings at various hospitals through the North West region, and I organised a number of meetings and programmes for this in conjunction with paediatric and midwifery colleagues.

Antenatal and Intrapartum Monitoring 

In conjunction with the Calman Registrar we developed protocols for intrapartum fetal assessment using the System 8002 and the STAN monitor for antenatal monitoring, (which interprets the QRS complex of the fetal ECG). . (see Pulication “The Role of Computerised Antenatal Fetal Heart Rate Analysis in Obstetric Practice”Michelle Laybourn, Anthony  M. Mander      Chapter : Progress in Obstetrics and Gynaecology 14.  Ed. John Studd)
Assessment of babies at delivery and cord gas analysis

I initiated research into neonatal outcome comparing arterial and venous base deficit 

cord blood measurements at delivery against perinatal outcome, both immediate and 

long term.  To this end we assessed software developed with Ciba-Corning in 

conjunction with Plymouth Science Park to differentiate between arterial and venous 

cord samples. This work into cord gas analysis has been productive (see publications) 

I sought the advice of the National Perinatal Epidemiology Centre about the 

presentation of some of this work.  The late Professor Geoffrey Dawes, in oxford, was 

also extremely helpful in advising on some of the development work.
North West Regional Obstetric Computer Pilot

Consultant in charge of the North Western Regional Health Authority obstetric computer pilot site (1988).  This was a major project running over 5 years which from the initial tendering procedure; involving over 100 computer companies following advertising in European literature; to interviewing and assessing short listed companies which tendered to the Regional Health Authority.

Direct involvement in drafting the specification of requirements, and subsequent operational requirement with outside consultancies; meeting and liaising with multidisciplinary project board at Regional Health Authority.  

The project was budgeted at over half a million pounds.  The site of the project was decided as the Royal Oldham Hospital out of 19 hospital sites, involved in the procedure was the whole design and analysis of antenatal, history notes, enquiries, whole of the antenatal specification, the paediatric module involved examination of the newborn and linkage to the obstetric module and P.A.S.  

I was involved in re-designing the software and clinical aspects of this system, including the use of help screens, a new set of obstetric case notes and risk prompts (see publications).  

The aim of the Region computer project was long term to reduce the perinatal mortality/morbidity within the North West Region, which was one of the most deprived regions in the United Kingdom.

The system, now the most used maternity computer system in the United Kingdom, is of particular value for audit and research, the fact that all information is entered by Bar Codes makes statistical analysis extremely easy.

Evidence Based Medicine

I have a particular interest in Evidence Based Medicine and was fortunate enough to be accepted for the Teaching Evidence Based Medicine Course at the R&D Centre on Evidence Based Medicine Centre, Oxford in June 1999.

GYNAECOLOGY CO-OPERATIVE VENTURES

Liaison with the Department of Medical Oncology at the Christie Hospital.

From an interest in gynaecological oncology, a very close liaison with Professor Crowther’s Department developed of great mutual benefit. We provided a large number of ovarian tumour samples, which were collected by staff from the Christie Hospital at the time of laparotomy.  The samples have been used for tumour resistance and tumour kinetic studies.  This has resulted in a number of joint publications (see list of publications).

I established a specialist Menopause Clinic that is on the list of Amarant Trust Clinics.  We had extra district referrals and occasional extra regional referrals, and this was of value especially for teaching of undergraduate and postgraduate students

.
CO-OPERATIVE VENTURES WITH DEPARTMENT OF CHILD PSYCHIATRY

Nine years ago set up a joint project with the Professor of Child Psychiatry, “Reasons for parenthood and subsequent long-term outcome for infants”.  This involved interviewing over 50 mothers at the antenatal booking visit, with regard to their attitude to the pregnancy, and the attitude of their spouses. The hope is to review the outcome of these infants over the next few years, especially to see whether there are any pointers with regard to child abuse and achievement of these children.
