MANAGEMENT

· Setting up the glaucoma service

This is a new sub-speciality service, taking referrals locally and from outside the region.
The glaucoma clinic: This is a new teaching clinic, which I have established since being in post. Difficult cases are referred from colleagues in the region and from outside. Doctors and the hospital optometrist in peripheral units can refer directly to the glaucoma clinic according to specified guidelines. 

Liaison with the community: I have helped to develop the Community Ophthalmology Team (COT). Referral of cases to the hospital eye service is done according to specified guidelines. Interested optometrists attend glaucoma clinics to enhance their understanding and skills. 

Writing protocols for the department: I have prepared the “Glaucoma Reference Manual” for the Trust. This includes details of the investigation and management of glaucoma along current established guidelines.

Training nurse specialists: Nurse Specialists have been trained to participate in nurse-led clinics. Glaucoma, cataract and minor operations clinics have been established at two hospitals.

Training the hospital optometrist and orthoptist: The hospital optometrist participates in clinics, seeing cases of well-controlled glaucoma, alongside clinicians. 

Glaucoma Interest Group: Informal discussion of glaucoma issues, training and liaison with the community. 

Equipment: A successful bid has been made for audio-visual equipment in the eye clinic, which will facilitate both undergraduate and postgraduate teaching and learning. We have made a successful bid for the HRT III scanner.

RECENT AUDIT PROJECTS

Visual fields audit- 2002: Despite the increasing demand for the perimetry service (80 visual fields requests in 1995 and 1247 in 2002 at one unit), situations were identified in order to reduce the numbers of unnecessary visual field requests. 20% of cases did not need automated perimetry. An objective means of optic disc assessment and adherence to the departmental protocols are essential to exclude those cases that do not need perimetry.

Cyclodiode laser audit- 2003: An increasing number of cases were performed in the unit, mainly for blind, painful eyes. Cases of advanced glaucoma with good visual acuity had intraocular pressure reduction to target levels, with reduction of topical treatment and maintenance of visual acuity.

Cataract surgery audit- 2003: The departmental success rate, (95% 6/12 visual acuity), was well above the national average in the data provided by the RCOphth. Patient satisfaction was encouraging. 
Intravitreal Triamcinolone Acetonide and intraocular pressure (IOP) - 2005: IOP rise was seen in just over 50% of all cases, but controlled by 6 months.
Trabeculectomy audit: an audit of my cases in the last 48 months has been initiated.
