I provide a service for all patients with liver disease ranging from hepatitis C to cirrhosis to post-transplant. I am also the lead in the provision of specialised services for patients with metabolic liver disease (Non-alcoholic Steatohepatitis, Glycogen storage disorders, cystic fibrosis and porphyria). I undertake out-patient clinics on a regular basis and also provide a full regular contribution to the Liver Unit ITU. The liver unit in Birmingham is the largest transplant unit in Europe performing 150 adult and 40 paediatric liver grafts each year.

As our unit is team-based I contribute in turn to general administration as well as my own. I also attend weekly MDT, pathology meetings, monthly audit, liver unit and liver consultant meetings. I also participate in teaching to BSc and medical school undergraduates.
