Mr Irwin trained in Leeds, Newcastle, Copenhagen & Oxford.  He was appointed Consultant Orthopaedic & Hand Surgeon to Sunderland Royal Hospital in 1999, serving a general trauma population of >350,000 in all aspects of trauma care including tertiary referral for complex multiple, major reconstructive, paediatric, pelvic, hand and spinal trauma.  He acts as Lead Clinician of Sunderland Hand Unit, serving a specialist hand trauma population of >500,000.

His areas of particular expertise are hand, upper limb and general trauma conditions.  He has further special interests in disorders of the wrist, overuse syndromes, WRULD and rheumatoid hand disease.

He has published widely on many aspects of trauma, orthopaedics and hand surgery and is a Fellow/Member of the British Society for Surgery of the Hand, British Elbow & Shoulder Society, European Federation of Societies for Surgery of the Hand, Federation of International Societies for Surgery of the Hand, American Academy of Orthopaedic Surgeons.  He reviews for the journals, `Injury` and `Journal of Hand Surgery (European)`
He has been undertaking medico-legal reporting since 1996, both for individual legal firms and for agencies, producing reports on over 200 new cases annually.
