I am a consultant neuropsychologist, with undergraduate and post-graduate degrees in Psychology. I have worked as Head of Neuropsychology at the Wessex Neurological Centre in Southampton, and at Addenbrooke’s Hospital, Cambridge. I am visiting Professor of Neuropsychology at University College London. I am honorary consultant neuropsychologist at Imperial College Healthcare NHS Trust, and take part in the multidisciplinary team meetings of one of the leading traumatic brain injury clinics in the country, run by Professor David Sharp at St Mary’s Hospital. I am the senior consultant neuropsychologist at Hurstwood Park Regional Neurosciences Centre, the Princess Royal Hospital, Haywards Heath, Sussex. 
I set up an award-winning Memory Aids Clinic when I worked at Addenbrooke’s Hospital, and I later supervised the first ever Memory Aids Clinic trial at the St Thomas’ Hospital Memory Disorders Clinic, a report of which was subsequently published in Neuropsychological Rehabilitation. My book, Memory Disorders in Clinical Practice, and my booklet, Cambridge Memory Manual, are widely used in memory clinics in the UK and overseas. I was the first person to fully document a rare neurological condition, Transient Epileptic Amnesia, a name that I coined. I also developed a widely used test for the assessment of cognitive effort which is now routinely adopted by many clinicians, both nationally and internationally. I am a member of the Expert Witness Institute and am listed in the Expert Witness Directory of the British Psychological Society.

I have over 40 years’ experience in clinical neuropsychology, having seen a wide range of neurological and neuropsychiatric conditions. I started off my career with experience of penetrating missile brain injury patients (gunshot and bomb blast) in Belfast, spent a post-doctoral year on a mental health research fellowship in a leading USA neuropsychology centre in Boston, USA, and have worked in various UK centres, including the Maudsley Hospital and the Wolfson Rehabilitation Centre, London. When in Cambridge, I collaborated with Microsoft’s Research Centre to pioneer the world’s first camera-based autobiographical memory aid, SenseCam. Along with a colleague, I have developed innovative SmartPapers – decision guides to ensure excellence in clinical neuropsychology practice, which are widely used in the UK and internationally. I am past-President and a founder member of the British Neuropsychological Society. I have received a Lifetime Achievement Award from the British Psychological Society, and I am a fellow of that society. I am a member of the Confidential Reporting Systems for Surgery (CORESS) committee which meets at the Royal College of Surgeons to discuss and learn lessons from surgical safety incidents; I am the Psychology / Human Factors advisor to that committee. I am the lead author of two papers arising from the work of CORESS. In 2011, I set up the Neuropsychology International Fellowship scheme, jointly funded by the British Neuropsychological Society and the British Psychological Society, and this enables neuropsychologists from developing countries to visit the UK and learn skills which they can then teach and apply in their home country. I am a member of the UK Gandhi Foundation, and in 2017 I organized a conference and exhibition, Mahatma Gandhi in the 21st Century. I am a patron of the road safety charity, RoadPeace. I have been an invited member of two NHS management panels to bring about improvements in management in the NHS. I am a member of the GMC BME Advisory Group.
